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Commons Street Junction 
Alterations to the deep drainage manholes at Commons Street junction will require closures at sections of Commons Street during 
the first half of 2008. These closures will be subject to the approval of Dublin City Council Traffic Management Section.

It is planned to carry out works on the Commons Street/Mayor Street Junction in two phases. 

 •  The first phase will involve closing the southern side the junction from 7th January 2008 for a period of approximately 2  
    months. 
 •  The second phase will require the closure of the northern side of the junction for a further 2 month period.

Access will be maintained to Mayor Street Lower at all times throughout these periods. These works are essential to the project and 
we will try to minimise disruption.

Between Commons Street and Guild Street 
Works are almost complete on the northern side of Mayor Street and paving and re-surfacing of the road and footpath is being 
carried out in this section.

We will be moving the work-site to the southern side of the street in a phased manner before the Christmas break. The traffic man-
agement arrangements will be similar to what is in place currently, but on the southern side of the street. The one-way system will 
remain in operation, with traffic continuing to flow eastwards towards Guild Street.

The taxi rank in Mayor Street Lower will be relocated to Commons Street (next to Free Spirit) after Christmas.

Guild Street Junction 
Essential deep drainage works are ongoing at Guild Street/Mayor Street junction. A Stop/Go traffic management system is in place 
during the off–peak hours. The tides of the river Liffey have slowed down the pace of the works. We are carrying out some works 
outside of normal site hours in order to complete this section before Christmas.

MAYOR STREET UPPER 
Between New Wapping Street and Castleforbes Road. 
Works between New Wapping Street and Castleforbes Road on the north side of the street are complete and works to the southern 
side of the street have commenced. Traffic arrangements and access for local residents will be maintained as before. The one-way 
system will remain in operation, with traffic continuing to flow westwards along Mayor Street Upper towards New Wapping Street.
In the coming months, works in the junctions of Mayor Street Lower and New Wapping Street/Castleforbes Road will be required.

Between Castleforbes Road and the Point Depot 
The works on the south side of the street will be completed before Christmas and the work will then switch over to the northern side 
of the street. Access will be maintained to all premises throughout the works.

TRAFFIC HEALTH AND SAFETY 

 •  After months of low traffic the George’s Dock Bridge will be reopened to traffic and there will be a noticeable increase in  
    volume. Pedestrians are advised to use the footpaths on the northern side of the road. Similarly we would advise 
    cyclists to be vigilant when using the bridge.
 •  Loading bays and disabled parking will be provided where possible and we would like to remind vehicle owners to  
    observe the signs and restrictions.
